FORCF MILITARY PERSONNEL, AIR FORCE CIVILIAN PERSONNEL ON DUTY, OR AIR FORCE PROPERTY. (SEE AFR 127-4)

ACCIDENT, PRIVATE MOTOR VEHICLE — A MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT INVOLVING ONLY NCN-AIR FCRCE MOTOR VEHICLES, CR, IF BOTH
AIR FORCE AND NON-AIR FORCE VEHICLES WERE INVOLVED, THE AIR FORCE MOTOR VEHICLE WAS NOT BEING OPERATEC AT THE TIME
OF THE ACCIDENT. DISABLING INJURY TO A USAF PERSCON IS A REQUISITE OF THIS CLASSIFICATION. (SEE AFR 127-4)

PART IV

MATERIEL
AIRCRAFT AND MISSILES
INTRODUCTION

Information included in this section provides data pertaining to procurement, production, inventory status, de-
ployment, and disposition of USAF aircraft during Fiscal Year 1972. It also includes data on procurement, producw-
tion, and inventory status of missiles.

The aircraft tables reflect funding by fiscal year, acceptance, inventories by functional distribution, active
and inactive, age (in months) distribution, and disposition of aircraft. The missile tebles reflect funding by fis=
cal year, acceptance, functional distribution, active and inactive, age (in months) distribution, and disposition
of missiles.

Production data for aircraft and missiles are obtained under the provisions of AF Regulation 84-8, dated 28 Mar
1968. Additional data may be obtained 1n the USAF Production Digest SS=-N4T published monthly. Inventory and status
dats for sireraft and missiles are obtained under the provisions of AF Manual 65-110, dated 1 September 1968. The
mission classification (Fighter, Bomber, Tanker, etc.) is generally based upon the mission designator or the prefix
preceding the basic mission designator of each airecraft or missile model. A prefix is assigned an sircraft or mis-
sile model when the aircraft or missile is modified to perform a function (indicated by prefix) other than its basic
designated purpose. Additional statistical data may be obtained in the USAF Aircraft-Missile Digest, SS-Al, publi=
shed monthly.

DEFINITIONS

MISSION/DESIGN/SERIES - Air Force Regulations 6611, dated 18 September 1962, Designating, Redesignating, and
naming Military Aircratt, and 66-11A dated 5 August 1964 and 66-20, Designating, Redesignating, and Neming Military
Rockets and Guided Missiles dated 3 April 1965, and 66=-20A dated 30 January 1964, establish a uniform system for
designating, redesignating, and naming military aircraft and missiles.

ACCE?TANCE = Aireraft, missile, or drone which has been shop-assembled and fully inspected by constituted USAF
or Navy production authorities and for which the title, responsibility, and accountability has been mssumed by the
contracting agency of the recipient.

ATRCRAFT - A heavier-than-air vehicle, designed primarily for flight in the atmosphere, which has incorporated
in its prime design the ability and/or requirement for human occupancy.

DRONE - Any aircraft or missile modified or produced to perform the mission of a target for weapon evaluation
or crew treining and has incorporated into its prime design the ability to be flown by remote control.

GUIDED MISSILE ~ Unmanned, self-propelled vehicle designed to move in a trajectory or flight path all or parte
ially above the earth's surface and whose trajectory or course, while the vehicle is in motion, is cepable of being
controlled remotely or by homing systems, or by inertisl and/or programmed guidance from within, This term does not
include space vehicles, space boosters, or Naval torpedoes, but it does include target and reconnaissance drones.’

OPERATING4ACTiVE - Aircraft, missiles, and drones currently and actively engaged in or supporting flying mis=
sions (AFM 65-110).

units or test activities through any of the logistical processes or supply, maintenance, and modification.

INACTIVE - Aircraft, missiles, or drones on loan and bailment (except bailed for test, maintenance, and modifie
cation); aircraft, missiles, or drones for which there is no longer a requirement in the active inventory, including
those that have been accumulated in excess of possible future needs; and aircraft, missiles, or drones in the pro=-
cegs of being dropped from the total inventory and salvage.

DEFINITIONS

ACCEPTANCES = A propulsion unit that has been shop-sssembled and fully inspected by authorized USAF or
Navy plant representatives, and for which the title, responsibility, and accountability have been assumed by

the contracting agency or recipient.

INSTALLED ENCINE - Serviceable or reparable propulsion units, that are either physically mounted on air-
craft, missile or drone or undergoing organizational maintenance for reinstellation in an aircraft, missile, or

drone.

REPARABLE ENGINE - A propulsion unit operationally unsuitable for installation requiring depot overhaul,
field maintenance, or Technical Order Compliance or modification (grounding TOC ). Also, one used for Unsatis-

factory Reported (UR) exhibit, calibration or test, or engineering evaluation.

SERVICEABLE ENGINE -~ A propulsion unit determined to be operationally suitable for instsllation, including

units requiring or undergoing build-ip, organizational maintenance, TOC or modification other than ground TOC,

and those ready for use.

UNINSTALLED ENGINE (formerly designated as SPARE) - A propulsion unit available for distribution or in-

stallation, with or without controls or built-up accessories which convert it to a power pack.
